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The following list of  publications includes most if not all of the general works about Great Britain – 
many of them travel accounts but many others being works of analysis and reflection – that were 
published in Germany between 1830 and the start of the First World War. It also includes more 
specialized books and articles that deal with social conditions, movements, and reforms in Britain 
during this period. 
The bibliography draws heavily on Tilman Fischer, Reiseziel England (Berlin, 2004) for the period 
1830-1870.  For later years, it is based on the Bibliographie der deutschen Zeitschriftenliteratur 
as well as on guides to the German book trade (e.g., Christian Gottlob Kayser, Vollständiges 
Bücher-Lexikon, Stichwort “England”) and the catalogue of the Berlin Staatsbibliothek 
(Wörter=England oder Engländer oder englisch oder englische oder London oder Londoner etc.) 
It includes some items that focused on German-British foreign relations and Britain as an imperial 
power, but it omits many more. I examined most issues of the following journals through 1914 
with a view to noting articles about Great Britain: Der Arbeiterfreund, Evangelisch-Sozial, Die 
Frau, and Soziale Praxis.
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
