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The Brexit referendum and its consequences pose a potential

threat to rights of free movement. This paper explores the

impact of the referendum on migratory experiences by French

movers and their responses. Beyond Brexit and its human

consequences, this paper seeks to contribute to contemporary

debates concerned with the precarization of migration.
