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Books are an integral part of the UK’s creative economy, with
book publishing generating up to £4.4bn in 2015. But what
will recent developments such as the rise of e-books, social
media, diversity, uncertainty around Brexit, fake news and a
post-truth era mean for UK publishing? Jacks Thomas,
Director of The London Book Fair, reflects on current trends

in UK publishing, book selling and the book market in general.
